The General Assembly also thanks the Permanent Secretariat (CNDP — Morocco) for the
institutionalization of exchanges between members of the Network through the establishment of a
trilingual language pole allowing the effective inclusion of Portuguese as a third working language
alongside French and English.

The NADPA-RAPDP presents its sincere thanks to the CIL (Commission de I'Informatique et des Libertés) of
Burkina Faso for hosting this important event for the network, and for the efforts made for its success.
